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INTRODUCTION
 

The School Cer tificate 
 
In Years 9 and 10 students undertake a curriculum pattern of work towards the award of the 
School Certificate and to prepare for either study in the Senior School, to leave school to 
enter the workforce or to undertake studies at other education providers such as T.A.F.E. 
 
To be eligible for the award of the School Certificate students must: 
 
*  have attended a school accredited to present students for the School Certificate 
*   have studied the pattern of courses required for the award of the School Certificate 
*  have satisfactorily completed the mandatory curriculum requirements for the awarding 

of the School Certificate 
*   have satisfactorily completed these courses 
*  have undertaken, to the Board of Studies’  satisfaction, the required examinations or 

other forms of assessment  
*  make a serious attempt at all the School Certificate Tests 
*   have completed Year 10, attending to the final day of Year 10. 
  
Mandatory Requirements for  the School Cer tificate 
 

·  The Board of Studies requires students to complete the following mandatory 
curriculum requirements in Years 7–10. Over the four years of Middle Schooling a 
student is required to study a minimum number of hours in a number of subject areas: 

 
English   At least 400 hours 
Mathematics   At least 400 hours 
Science   At least 400 hours 
Humanities At least 100 hours of both History and Geography over 

Years 7 and 8 (* )  
At least 100 hours of both Australian History and 
Australian Geography over Years 9 and 10 

Languages    At least 100 hours over Years 7 to 10 (* ) 
Design and Technology At least 200 hours over Years 7 and 8 (* )  
Creative Arts At least 100 hours of Music and 100 hours of Visual 

Arts over Years 7 to 10 (* )  
PDHPE   At least 300 hours overs Years 7 to 10  
 
The requirements indicated with (* ) will have been met by Broughton students by the end of 
Year 8. 
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Curr iculum for  Years 9-10 
 
The New South Wales Board of Studies requires that all students in the State study English, 
Mathematics and Science in Years 9 and 10. The Board’s regulations also require that all 
students study at least 100 hours of History and 100 hours of Geography. To meet this 
requirement, students in Year 9 study History or Geography whilst in Year 10 all students 
will study both Australian History Civics and Citizenship and Australian Geography Civics 
and Citizenship. 
 
Students will complete the mandatory requirements in English, Mathematics, Science, 
Humanities and PDHPE.  Students will also study two other elective subjects and Christian 
Studies in Years 9 and 10. Details of subjects, from which students can select their two 
elective subjects, are included in this booklet.

While every attempt is made to continue to offer these subjects in Years 11 and 12, clearly no 
guarantee can be given that this will be the case, as the continuity of subjects in the Senior 
School depends on the number of students choosing them at the end of Year 10. 

 

Class Sizes  
     
Most elective classes are smaller than other classes because of their practical nature. In the 
event that an elective subject does not attract sufficient numbers, it may be deleted from this 
curriculum pattern.  
     

Subject and Activity Fees 
 
Where an elective subject uses expendable material, additional Subject Fees are charged each 
Term.  Estimates for Subject Fees for each subject are specified in the subject outlines 
contained in this handbook. 
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The Activity Fee shown in this booklet is the approximate cost in Year 9 of compulsory 
activities.  
 
Both of these fees will be confirmed in Term 4 this year.  The Year 10 Subject Activity Fees 
will be advised in due course. 
 
Parents will be invoiced for the Subject and Activity Fees in four equal instalments each year.  
 

Changing Subjects 
     
 
Classes and staffing for 2007 are determined according to the subjects selected by students. 
Once final selections are made, changes may be very difficult.  
 
Any change made during first term 2007 may only be made with the approval of the Deputy 
Head Curriculum and the relevant Heads of Department. Changes to subjects after Term 1 
will not be considered. 
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ENGLISH  
 
 
All students in Year 9 study English for 6 periods a week. While the classes are graded, each 
group completes work that is aimed at improving skills in Reading, Writing, Speaking, 
Listening and the Mass Media. 
 
At the end of Year 10 all students sit for School Certificate (a state examination) in Literacy.

MATHEMATICS 
 
 
Students in Year 9 study the Board of Studies Mathematics course introduced in 2005 to 
accommodate the different abilities of students. Students will build upon the outcomes they 
achieved in Years 7 & 8. All students will develop their basic mathematical skills and apply 
them to real life situations while more able students will be encouraged to develop an abstract 
approach to mathematical thinking. 
 
Classes will be graded and students will be placed in the class that most accurately reflects 
their mathematical ability, as determined by their performance and results in all assessment 
procedures (exams and class assessments) undertaken in Year 8. 
 
Subject Fee:  Nil 
Activity Fee: $10.00 approximately per term. 
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SCIENCE

 
The aim of the Science syllabus is to develop independent learners who are scientifically 
literate and able to react responsibly and knowledgeably towards advances in the field of 
Science. 
 
Each year students will explore Science in the following areas: 
 

�  History of Science 
�  Nature and Practice of Science 
�  Applications and Uses of Science 
�  Implications for Society and the Environment 
�  Current Issues, Research and Development 

 
These areas will be covered in the traditional disciplines of Biology, Chemistry, Earth 
Sciences and Physics, as well as in problem solving. It is anticipated that a substantial 
achievement in Years 9 & 10 will be required for further study in the Sciences in Years 11 
and 12. 
 
Subject Fees: Nil 
Activity Fee:  $10.00 approximately per term.  
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HUMANITIES
 
By the end of Year 8, students will have completed their mandatory studies in both global 
Geography and global History. Students are expected to continue studies in both History and 
Geography - with Civics and Citizenship - through Years 9 and 10. These subjects will be 
assessed within the College and also in external School Certificate examinations at the end of 
Year 10.  
 
The Humanities curriculum enables students to build on the foundation of Years 7 and 8 
work. Both courses will continue in the nature and style of studies begun in Years 7 and 8. 
Students will study either elective History or Geography for 100 hours (about three terms) 
following their interests and capacity. Students will then complete 5 terms of study in both 
History and Geography, Civics and Citizenship.  
 
The focus of the mandatory studies is Australia. The content of elective (extension) studies 
in History and Geography is given within the subject guide outlined below. The extent to 
which these may be followed depends on organisational considerations.

HISTORY  

 
History is enquiry based, dealing with evidence from the past to develop in students a sense 
of historical perspective.  
 
Students are encouraged to broaden their study of History by using the extension resource 
material available from the Board of Studies (entitled ‘Elective History’ ). The Board 
prescribes studies that involve: 
 

·  Constructing History, where students study how History is made using at least one of 
biography, family, film, fiction, oral or other history techniques. 

·  Ancient, Medieval and Ear ly Modern Societies, where students will study one 
society in detail. 

·  Thematic Studies, where students will follow a particular aspect of society (eg 
children, war or crime) over time. 

 
Students completing this course would expect to be more aware of the origins and strengths of 
their own and other societies and be better prepared as citizens and decision makers in a variety 
of occupations.  
 
The mandatory course covers Australia from 1901 to the present, focussing on:  
 

�  Australia to 1914  
�  World War I 
�  The inter-war period  
�  World War II  
�  Vietnam War era 
�  Changing rights and freedoms 
�  People, power and Politics in the post-war period 
�  Australia’s social and cultural history in the post-war period 

 
Subject Fee:  Nil, although in Term 2 of Year 10 there is an important field study to 

Canberra. 
Activity Fee: $5.00 approximately per term. 
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GEOGRAPHY  
 
Students continue the work they started in Year 7, examining people and places, studying 
location and asking "Why is it so?" using a variety of practical resources. 
     
Students completing this course should be more consciously aware of the world in which they 
live and more competent to deal with the decisions they need to make in their lives.  
 
Students are encouraged to broaden their study of Geography by using the extension resource 
material available from the Board of Studies (entitled ‘Elective Geography’ ). The Board 
prescribes studies that involve at least three of the eight ‘ focus areas’ . We have highlighted 
the most likely options for BAC, which are: 
         

·  Physical Geography 
·  Oceanography 
·  Primary Production 
·  Development Geography 
·  Australia’s Neighbours 
·  Political Geography 
·  A Continental Transect 
·  A school developed option 

 
     
 

The mandatory course expects students to deal with the 
nature of Australia and its place in the world. This begins 
with an investigation of the characteristics of Australian 
communities and the physical environments in which they 
are set. This is followed by studies of the changes that 
have been (and often still are) important in our country. 
Two specific issues will be studied and fieldwork 
undertaken. The study is completed with an analysis of 
Australia in its region and of its future. 
 
 
Subject Fee:  Nil, although in Term 2 of Year 10 there is 
an important field study to Canberra. 
Activity Fee: $5.00 approximately per term. 
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COMMERCE  
 
Commerce studies people in society, particularly our business and financial activities. These 
activities affect, and are affected by, individuals, businesses and governments.  
 
To improve their ability to cope with the commercial world, students of Commerce in Years 9 
and 10 study the world of business from the point of view of individuals, businesses and 
governments.

At least 5 options over the two years from 

 
Investing, promoting and selling, E-commerce, Global Links, Towards

The course endeavours to provide both practical and intellectual activities for students, 
equipping them with a range of life-long skills. 
     
Topics studied include saving and investing, dealing with taxation, contracts and leases, 
advertising, choosing and applying for jobs, voting and purchasing expensive products such 
as motor vehicles and accommodation. The study of Commerce in Years 9 and 10 is a helpful 
background to the Economics and Business Studies courses in Years 11 and 12, but is not 
essential. 
 
Subject Fee:  Nil 
Activity Fee: $5.00 approximately per term. 
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CREATIVE ARTS
 

VISUAL ARTS 
 
Visual Arts places great value on the development of students’  intellectual and practical 
autonomy, reflective action, critical judgement and the understanding of art in artmaking and in 
critical and historical studies of art. Visual Arts plays an important role in the social, cultural and 
spiritual lives of students. It offers a wide range of opportunities for students to develop their 
own interests, to be self-motivated and active learners who can take responsibility for and 
continue their own learning in school and post-school settings. 
 
Visual Arts fosters interest and enjoyment in the making and studying of art. Visual Arts builds 
understanding of the role of art in all forms of media, in contemporary and historical cultures and 
visual worlds. In contemporary societies many kinds of knowledge are increasingly managed 
through imagery and visual codes and much of students’  knowledge is acquired in this way.  
Visual Arts empowers students to engage in visual forms of communication. The subject of 
Visual Arts serves to facilitate an interpretation and organisation of such information. 
     
Subject Fee:  $20.00 per term.  
Activity Fee: $4.00 approximately per term. 
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PHOTOGRAPHIC &  DIGITAL MEDIA  
 
New technologies have changed the possibilities of production of artworks and the role of the 
artist. Photographic and Digital Media can be explored as a practice that uses photographic 
and digital technologies as tools for the creation of traditional and contemporary artworks. It 
can be explored as a practice that uses photographic and digital technologies in their own 
right – that is, being produced, stored and presented only in digital form making use of 
interactive and participatory features. 
 
Photographic and Digital Media provides students with the opportunity to investigate 
concepts such as the technological, artistic and theoretical development and making of 
photographic and digital works, the role of the artist as photographer and digital artist, the use 
of photographic and digital forms in society, and the intended audiences for these forms. 
Reality, illusion and simulation by photographic and digital media are explored, and emergent 
and future technological developments are investigated. 
 
All equipment will be provided. Students will need to purchase their own photographic paper. 
Cameras and computer software that students have access to at home will give opportunity to 
extend their practice, but this is not essential. 
 
Subject Fee:  $30.00 per term.  
Activity Fee: $4.00 approximately per term. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

DRAMA  
 
Drama is an exciting elective in which students will be provided with experiences in which 
the intellect, the emotions, the imagination and the body are all involved and developed 
through the practices of making, performing and appreciating Drama. 
 
Students will engage in an integrated study of the elements of Drama within the context of a 
range of dramatic forms such as Improvisation, Political Theatre, Physical Theatre, Scripted 
Drama, Ancient Greek Drama, Mime, Puppetry, Commedia dell’Arte, Mask, Comedy, 
Realism, Melodrama and Playbuilding. 
 
While not everyone is a natural performer, most students find it an enjoyable and stimulating 
subject. However, there is more to Drama than performance and entertainment. There is a 
body of knowledge, including conventions, history, skills and methods of working, which 
assists students to come to an understanding of Drama and Theatre. 
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The subject also offers a particularly valuable means of increasing self-confidence and social 
awareness. It is a cooperative process through which students develop their ability to share 
and communicate with others. 
 
Drama can offer a great deal to students. It can be a 
source of learning and entertainment, a point of 
contact with others, an abiding interest, a career or an 
outlet for creative energies. 
 
This is a 2 Unit subject that students can study in 
Years 11 and 12. Marks gained in 2 Unit Drama count 
in the University Admission Index and it is a 
matriculation subject. 
 
Subject Fee:  $5.00 per term. 
Activity Fee: $15.00 approximately per term. 
 

 

MUSIC
 

The aim of studying Music is to: 
 
·  Encourage a positive attitude towards Music. 
·  Create an awareness and appreciation of a wide variety of musical styles. 
·  Increase skills in musical involvement via class and school based activities. 
·  Promote active participation in the various musical activities of the school. 
 
Structure of the course 
   
There are three strands to this course of study. Per formance, Composition and L istening. 
Each of the three strands carries approximately equal weight in both class time and 
assessment components. 
 
Per formance involves individual, small group and whole class activities, aiming to develop 
existing talents as well as providing the opportunity to explore new instruments. 
 
Composition involves the use of musical elements to create music. The aim of this 
component is to develop students© awareness of sound as a raw material and the possibilities 
for its use. 
     
L istening involves students in a variety of musical styles with a view to appreciating how 
other people have used sound as a raw material. 

   
Per formance and Par ticipation are important aspects of Music. Elective students are 
expected to participate in at least one aspect of school performance, i.e. Intermediate or 
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Advanced Concert Bands (with extension into the Broughton Big Band, Middle School Choir 
and the String Ensemble). 

There are a number of private instrumental teachers at 
Broughton in the following areas: piano, drum kit and 
percussion, clarinet, saxophone, flute, trumpet, 
trombone, baritone, tuba, violin, viola, beginner cello 
and bass. 
 
Elective Music in Years 9 & 10 requires at least half 
an hour practice per day. 
      
Subject Fee:  $10.00 per term. 
Activity Fee: $15.00 approximately per term. 
 
 

 
 

 

LANGUAGES  
 
The study of a foreign language is an important means of expanding the "world view" of 
students at Broughton. The opportunity to study a language other than English is especially 
valuable for Australian students who are at risk of becoming insular and narrow in their 
development due to our country©s unique, yet distant, geographical relationship to other 
countries. 
     
The study of another language contributes to an appreciation and tolerance of other countries© 
cultures and peoples. It fosters much needed international understanding and unity, and 
encourages a greater awareness of language skills across the total curriculum. 
 

GERMAN  
 
Students in Years 7 and 8 complete a two-year introductory course in German. This course 
lays the groundwork for the acquisition of basic skills, which are consolidated and expanded 
upon in Years 9 and 10.     
     
The topics outlined for study in the syllabus have been chosen because they deal with the 
everyday life and interests of teenagers in both Australian and German-speaking 
environments. A selection of these topics include: 
 
·  Health and Grooming 
·  Leisure 
·  Celebrations 

·  The Home 
·  Shopping  
·  Eating and Drinking 

·  Transport 
·  Personal Descriptions 
·  Holidays and Travel 
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Students have access to German CD ROMs, computers, graded German readers and short 
stories, listening and speaking exercises (including tape assignments), conversation groups 
and other language workshops. 
Cultural aspects are covered through the use of slides, videos, music and songs, magazines, 
recipes, games and crafts. Opportunities may also exist for establishing penfriend links with 
young Germans, for attending suitable films and exhibitions and for preparing German 
displays for special school functions. The smaller class size of an elective German course also 
allows for more extension work and more opportunities for one-to-one assistance. As students 
become more confident and eventually rely less and less on English instructions, it is 
anticipated that German will dominate as the language of communication in the classroom.  
 
Subject Fee:  Nil 
Activity Fee: $10.00 approximately per term. 
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TECHNOLOGICAL AND APPLIED 
STUDIES 

 
 

CHILD STUDIES 
 
Child Studies introduces to students the concepts involved with parenting and families, child 
growth and development as well as caring for children.  This incorporates a range of issues 
associated with these areas from conception through to school age children.  Students will 
experience interactions with children through visiting the prep classes. They will be required 
to care for a virtual reality baby for a weekend and they will need to relate to child educators 
and parents about care of children.  The aim is to enable students to make informed decisions 
as parents and carers of the future developing responsible attitudes towards children in our 
society.  This course has links to many senior courses such as Exploring Early Childhood and 
Community and Family Studies as well as using skills associated with Information 
Technology, Food Technology and creative areas.  The approach is “hands on”  wherever 
possible requiring students to develop a range of skills. 
 
Topics covered are: 
 
·  Conception, foetal development, pregnancy and birth 
·  Parent’s and child’s physical and psychological needs after birth 
·  Safety in a child’s environment 
·  Designing a nursery 
·  Suitable children’s clothing 
·  Nutritional needs from pregnancy through to school age children 
·  Developmental stages of children 
·  Importance of play. Playground design 
·  Family relationships 
·  Raising happy children. Rearing boys and girls 
·  Preparation for school 
·  Healthy eating habits 
 
 
Subject Fee: $10.00 per term to cover practical materials. This will be supplemented at 

times with student’s own materials and resources. 
Activity Fee: $30.00 per term approximately, to cover a Red Cross First Aid course (Year 9 

only) 
 $10.00 (total) approximately for School Readiness Workshop (Year 10 only) 
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FOOD TECHNOLOGY
 
Food Technology is an elective course designed to build upon the Technology course in Years 7 
& 8. It involves the investigation of food and food products through a ‘hands on’  application. The 
course will provide opportunities to evaluate the impact of food technologies on society, 
environment and resources. The students will engage in a variety of information and 
communication technology through activities such as research, evaluating and communicating 
issues related to food. Students will collect, evaluate and organise information gathered from a 
variety of sources.

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GRAPHICS TECHNOLOGY    
 
Graphics is a universal language and an important tool for thinking and communicating. Graphics 
Technology develops in students specific manipulative and cognitive skills using a variety of 
tools, materials and techniques widely available in industrial, commercial and domestic settings. 
Graphics involves the generation and use of images, models and pictures including the 
visualisation and manipulation of 3D concepts and the interpretation and presentation of ideas 
graphically.  
 
The use of graphic images to communicate information overcomes the barriers of time, language, 
culture and social differences. There has been rapid development in technology where CAD 
(Computer Aided Design), CAM (Computer Aided Manufacture), IGD (Interactive Graphic 
Design) have been applied together with the use of multi-media.

PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT, HEALTH AND 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
 

PHYSICAL ACTIVITY AND SPORTS STUDIES 
 
The Key Learning Area of Personal Development, Health and Physical Education is concerned 
with the whole person and improvement of quality of life for all.  The Physical Activity and 
Sports Studies (Sports Science) course has been developed to complement this aim for the student 
who has a particular interest in the field of health and fitness. 
 
The course provides opportunities for students to develop knowledge, skills, values and attitudes 
beyond those possible in the compulsory PDHPE curriculum.  It also provides students who aspire 
to a vocation in health and fitness, with a basis for further studies in this area. 
 
The Physical Activity and Sports Studies (Sports Science) course enables students to develop the 
ability to make informed decisions about physical activity and healthy lifestyle choices.  It extends 
on the ideals promoted in the compulsory PDHPE curriculum by specifically meeting the 
following needs: 
 

·  Provides an elective option for students who wish to broaden their interest and 
understanding in exercise, sport and health. 
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·  Enables students to specialise in specific areas by allowing greater depth and focus in 
content. 

·  Prepare a solid base for students wishing to study PDHPE in Years 11 and 12. 
 
The course explores a variety of issues in relation to health 
and physical activity.  Students will gain an understanding of 
important body systems through exploring anatomy and 
physiology, basic sports administration, outdoor education  
and the role sport plays within a society. 
 
The course will include a number of excursions and practical  
components. 
 
Subject Fee:  Nil
